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Abstract The difference of the positive rate of measles virus to antibody among M.mulatta ,
which were from Longhu mountains, was comparied by HI method. The results showed that
the positive rate of measles virus antibody of the small colony captive group was 28. 3% . In
these three groups, there was no signiricant difference between male and female in the positive
rate of measles virus to antibody ( P> 0.01). The difference of the positive rate of measles
virus to antibody among the different age monkeys was not remarkable ( P> 0. 01). The posi—
tive rate of measles virus antibody of the half wild group rised with the increase of years. A
preliminary proposal for setting up a reprodctive colony monkeys without B virus and measles
virus infection was put forward.
