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Abstract During 1991~1996, pests in pine engineering young growth ( Pinus
massoniana LLamb. ) was monitored in localization using five-point sampling
method. Pine caterpillars ( Dendrolimus punctatus Walker. ) and pine ressock
moth [ Dasychira axutha (Collenthe) ] appeared frequently from 1993 to 1996
and occured heavily in 1996. Pine shoot borer ( Dioryctria rubella Hampson) ,
pine aphis ( Cinara pinea Mardwiko), big bagworms ( Cryptothelea varigata
Snellen) and crimson withered disease ( Pestalotrichum funarea Desm. )
appeared only in 1992, and harmed forest lightly. Pine tussock moth injury
could be controlled effectively by Decis in 2 500 times.
