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Investigation on the Sapping Pests of Garden
Trees in Guangxi Forestry School
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Abstract The investigation of the sapping pests of garden trees was conducted in
Guangxi Forestry School, Liuzhou, southern China in june 2001. There are 2 class-
s, 4 orders, 16 families, 28 genus., 30 species found in the mvestigation. Ninc {ami-
lies are found in Homoptera which is the biggest orders, accounting for $2. 5% of
the total families. Seven species are found in Diaspidae which is the biggest [amily,
accounting for 20. 6% of the total species. The most harmful pests are Tessaratoma
papillosa, Stephanitis pyriodes, Farmosaphis micheliae, Myzus persicae and Psew
daulacas pis pentagoma.
